Croatia, a full member of the Schengen Area and Eurozone since January
1, 2023, offers travelers from member countries border-free movement
and easy access to its stunning landscapes and rich cultural heritage.

VISA REQUIREMENTS:

« Citizens of Schengen Area and Eurozone countries can enter Croa-
tia visa-free for stays up to 90 days within a 180-day period, wheth-
er for tourism or business purposes.

o For travelers from other countries, visa requirements may vary.
Please consult the official website of the Ministry of Foreign and
European Affairs of Croatia for the latest information on visa re-
quirements and exemptions.

*Please note that due to the summer season, the visa process may take
up to 90 days.
